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Request for members of Congress

At Congress’ request, the National Research Council of the National Academy of Sciences issued a report in May saying “the significant risks that climate change poses to human society and the environment provide a strong motivation to move ahead with substantial response efforts.”

Over the years, scientists have warned that warming temperatures would increase the frequency and severity of extreme-weather events. The disasters we’ve seen this spring appear to bear out this prediction. So, how bad will we let things get before we take action?

We would like you to sponsor legislation that would:

· Place a direct fee on carbon-based fuels – coal, oil, natural gas – starting at $15 per ton of CO2 and rising $10 - $15 each year.
· Return the revenue to all households as monthly payments.
· Provide border adjustments to keep American businesses from being placed at a competitive disadvantage because of the carbon fee.

Such legislation would:

· Transition our nation from fossil fuels to clean energy, thereby reducing the level of greenhouses that cause climate change.
· Create millions of new jobs in the clean energy and energy efficiency sector.
· Reduce harmful air pollution that aggravates respiratory problems, causing billions in medical costs.
· Reduce our dependency on foreign oil and the price shocks of the global oil market.
· Stimulate our economy by putting more money into the pockets of average Americans.
· Be politically acceptable to members of Congress who do not want to increase the size of government.
